Synopsis: |fasted. Lateral and VD radiographs confirmed crop full of ingesta. A red rubber catheter was inserted into the

crop and it was flushed copiously with large amounts of warm water. Follow up radiographs were taken to
confirm that all material was removed from the crop. Antibiotics and analgesics were adminstered. Bird was
found dead on exhibit 14 days later. The eagle appeared to have renal abnormalities upon necropsy.

Necropsy Findings
(if applicable):

Bird was in good body condition. Both kidneys had several raised, tan-colored masses present on
the serosal surface. Histopathology confirmed renal carcinoma.
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
